Please read all instructions before attempting installation or operation of these units 
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INTRODUCTION 

Thank you for your purchase of a model ODVB or ODVB32 Outdoor Volleyball Standards.  To 

ensure that our equipment will provide years of use to you, we are including this installation, 

operation, and maintenance guide.  This guide will provide information on the proper assembly 

and installation methods, operating procedures, and preventative maintenance of your portable 

backstop. 

 

Please note that a Bill of Materials is being included with this guide.  Please check that all of the 

parts called out on the Bill of Materials are present prior to beginning assembly and setup.  

Please do not substitute for factory parts.  Please contact the factory customer service department 

and allow them to determine if substitute parts are acceptable. 

 

It is recommended that an individual who has been properly trained perform assembly and set up 

of the wheel adapter kit.  No one under the age of 18 should attempt assembly or set up of the 

unit, unless properly supervised. 

 

To prevent normal wear and tear from shortening the life of the unit, preventative maintenance 

inspections and repairs should be performed at least once per year.  If the units are subject to 

high or unusual usage, inspections should be scheduled to occur more frequently.  If items are 

found to be nonconforming, replacements can be ordered from one of our authorized dealers.  

When contacting your dealer, please have information regarding the name of the project and any 

applicable warranty information.

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INSTALLATION 

 
TOOLS REQUIRED 

• 50 ft tape measure 

• Shovel and concrete tools 

• Level 

• Cable cutters 

• Wrenches and socket set 

• Box knife 

• Concrete (minimum of 7 cubic feet) 

for 15” dia. x 30” deep foundation. 

 
FOUNDATION 

 

1. Locate and mark post centerlines.  Post centerline is determined by the net size being 

used. 

a. Net ODVBNET is 28 ft long and requires post centerline of 32 ft. 

b. Net ODVBNET32 is 32 ft long and requires post centerline of 36 ft. 

2. Dig a hole at a minimum of 15” in diameter and 30” deep. 

3. Pour hole level with concrete, while setting the sleeve, item #10, to be flush with the 

finished playing surface.  Set sleeve with plastic cap end down. 

4. Slope top edges of concrete away from the centerline of post.  

5. Allow concrete to cure for at least 24 hours before continuing. 
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POST AND NET INSTALLATION 

 

1. With sleeves set and concrete cured, place the end post and winch post into 

the sleeves with the eyebolts facing the net side of each post as pictured 

below. 
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2. Connect the top net cable to the 

highest eye-bolt on the end post 

using a quick link.  The end of the 

net with the shortest cable should be 

connected to the end post. 

3. Cut the cable eye off the top cable 

on the winch post end.   

4. Thread the cable through the top 

eye-bolt and down to the winch. 

5. Use the instructions on page 8 to 

install cable to winch.  Note: there 

should be 3 wraps of cable on the 

winch before it begins tightening. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

6. Crank the winch to tighten the upper net 

cable.  Do not overtighten net cable.  The 

winch only tensions the cable to support 

the net.  The net is tensioned with the rope 

ratchets. 

 

 

 

 

 

7. Center the net over the court and tie the net 

ties to a quick link, attaching quick links to 

the eyebolts on the end post. 

8. Hook the rope ratchets onto the eye-bolts 

of the winch post and tighten tie by 

feeding the net tie rope into the ratchet and 

pulling on the loose rope end.

OPERATION 
 

1. Set posts into sleeves with eye-bolts facing the court. 

2. Attach top net cable to the end post with a quick link at the appropriate eye-bolt for the 

desired net height.  See chart below.  Note that net height is measured at the middle of the 

court. 

3. Thread the cable on the winch post end through the 

eye-bolt at the desired height and down to the 

winch.  Attach to winch using cable to winch 

instructions on the following page. 

4. Tighten net cable using the winch.  Do not over 

tighten winch.  The winch only tensions the cable to support the net.  The net is tensioned 

with the rope ratchets. 

5. Connect net ties at the end post using quick links. 

6. Connect net ties, using the rope ratchets at the winch post. 

7. Pull loose end of rope on rope ratchets to tighten net.  Press release on rope ratchet to 

release net tension. 
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8. To adjust net height, loosen net ties and cable 

tension and move top cable attachment to the 

desired eye-bolt height.  Retighten net cable and 

net ties. 

9. Volleyball system can be taken down by reversing 

the setup procedure. 

10. When posts are not installed in sleeve, place the 

caps, items #7, into sleeve to keep debris out of 

sleeve. 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Cable to winch installation 

 
1. Thread cable over the drum and through the drum side 

slot. 

2. Insert cable end through one side of cable clamp, 

making a loop and returning through the other side of 

clamp as shown. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

3. Tighten cable clamp nut slightly then pull gently on cable 

to tighten loop. 

4. Tighten cable clamp. 

5. Be sure there is a minimum of 3 wraps of cable on the 

winch drum before net cable begins to tighten. 

 

Note:  Cable should wrap the drum as shown in illustration and 

tightening the net, crank turned clockwise, will turn the spool 

clockwise when viewed from the clamp side. 
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MAINTENANCE 
 

1. General inspection of equipment when used should be performed to ensure no catastrophic failures 

have occurred during the course of use between yearly inspections. 

2. It is recommended that yearly inspections be conducted to determine if any bolts or any other 

hardware has become worn or loosened.  A sample check sheet has been provided for you in this 

guide. 

3. During yearly inspections, all moving parts should be inspected while in operation.  Key points to 

look for include rotation points where bushings contact metal, winches, pulleys and quick links.  

The ropes should be looked at for any degradation or fraying. 

4. Any loose bolts or nuts should be tightened.
